From the President 

Josh Glaab 

It has been an exceptional year for the 

Tidewater Model Soaring Society this 

year and several things have changed, 

while others remain the same.  First, we 

lost access to our outstanding IOW 

Courthouse site in April due to 

construction at that location.  We started 

using our new site at Heritage Park 

which has worked adequately so far, but 

we do need an improved site.  I think 

the tall trees are far more of an 

impediment to the Windsor site than the 

actual surface, although both are issues. 

Second, we have a lot of other 

additional challenges facing the club at 

this time, which are oddly enough, 

primarily of social dynamics.  Through 

some measured thought on the issues 

facing the club, I have decided that a 

Club Vision could be useful.  I have 

taken a shot at a draft Club Vision, 

which is recognized to be only my own 

at this time.  However, to truly be a 

meaningful Club Vision and help 

TMSS, it needs buy-in from all.  We 

need to know what you all think. 

In addition to the Club Vision, this 

newsletter includes contest reports from 

all the contests and meetings that have 

occurred since our last newsletter 

(which was last October, 2008) as well 

as minutes from meetings falling in that 

time period. 

Proposed Draft Club 
Vision  
The TMSS Club Vision is to be a fun, 

unified, growing, and welcoming 

organization, supportive of advancing 

all aspects of R/C Soaring, being 

responsible and actively engaged with 

the local community as well as regional 

and national R/C Soaring organizations. 

This vision is created to reflect the 

positive aspects of various successful 

R/C Clubs (Soaring, Power), that I have 

come in contact with over 36+ years of 

model aviation.  First and above all, an 

organization needs to be fun through 

continuously engaging and challenging 

the club members to provide 

suggestions for fun activities.  If 

someone says something is not fun, then 

they need to be challenged to provide 

suggestions to restore fun to the clubsô 

activities. 

Clubs need to be unified and project a 

feeling of growth and optimism with all 

members contributing to the greater 

good of the organization.  Club 

members need to be mutually supportive 

of all other club members.  A club 

absolutely has to be unified with an 

active effort to eliminate exclusionary 

cliques, which are divisive and erode the 

foundation a club needs to exist.  Open 

communication is part of this and 

essential to minimize differences of 

opinion and viewpoint. 

In order for a club to exist for any length 

of time, a club needs to welcome all into 

itsô ranks, regardless of personal 

preferences, actively recruiting new 

members while retaining those already 

in the club.  One manner of cultivating 

new members is through performing 

community activities, such 

demonstrations for the Boy Scouts, local 

schools, churches, etc. 

R/C Soaring includes many different 

types and styles of flying ranging from 

new flyers just entering the hobby with 

RES 2-Meters, veteran flyers that seek 

consistent enjoyable flying experiences, 

and those flyers who pursue competition 

at various levels from local, regional, 

national, and international venues, 

among many many others which are all 

equally valid (such as slope soaring, X-

Country, etc.)!  In addition, all members 

of any organization enjoy the 

camaraderie of others who share in the 
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same passion.  Overall, it needs to be 

clearly recognized that all enjoy soaring 

and that it is THE joy of R/C Soaring 

that brings an R/C Soaring club 

together.  It is without question that the 

duty of an R/C Soaring club is to 

welcome and support all aspects of R/C 

Soaring! 

Lastly, R/C Soaring clubs need to be 

responsible members of the various 

regional and national soaring 

organizations.  This responsibility is 

important to strengthen and grow R/C 

Soaring on a larger level than just the 

local club as well as bring outside ideas 

into the club.  A club whose chooses an 

isolationist position will suffer since it 

will not attract members whose interests 

lie within, as well as outside, the local 

club field.  Flying at an isolationist club 

will become suffocating and fail to 

retain membersô interest due to the lack 

of outside ideas and inputs.  Eventually, 

an isolationist club will view all 

outsiders with crippling suspicion and 

become a dead organization as a result. 

In the not too distant past, TMSS 

exhibited many, if not all, of the 

elements of the Club Vision described 

herein.  At some point the club lost its 

path and began a spiral into 

uncontrollable isolationism in my 

opinion.  It is believed that the 

isolationist attitude contributed to the 

TMSS losing virtually all of its positive 

features and is now rife with cliques, 

rampant with hatred amongst the 

remaining members for no sensible 

reason, and a mere shell of its former 

self.  Hateful rumors are started and 

perpetuated to fan the ill will and I 

believe much has been lost. 

The Path Forward 
First, I would like to thank our previous 

president, Lenny Strickland, to begin the 

process of turning the TMSS from the 

isolationist mode of operation, as well 

as working on the other essential 

elements of the proposed Club Vision, 

and begin the move in the opposite 

direction.  The TMSS owes Lenny a 

great debt for his time in office as it was 

definitely hard on him.  I look to 

continue what Lenny started and 

hopefully evolve and shape the 

organization to regain itsô former place 

in R/C Soaring. 

Obviously, I canôt do this alone, or even 

with some or even a majority of the club 

members.  In order to be successful 

ALL need to recognize why we fly and 

why we want to fly together and cast 

aside fears, envy, and anger for the 

greater good of the club.  If you look at 

the very basic elements of what we do, 

this can be very simple and wonderful if 

we let it.  The first step of my plan is to 

complete the TMSS Club Vision with 

inputs from the membership.  Then, we 

will accept the Club Vision and move 

on together.

Mother Nature took it a little easy on us 

this year and I am glad we didn't have 

the previous daysô weather (winds 30 to 

40 with gusts to 50!).  While she gave 

us 20 deg F temps to setup in, the wind 

died-down completely by noon and the 

brilliant sunshine produced some 

excellent soaring conditions.  Max temp 

was about 34 deg F.  To combat the 

chilly conditions (for us in VA), we 

setup a "pilot's lounge" (two tents joined 

together with 3.5 sides up) complete 

with multiple tent heaters, carpeting, 

brats, hot-dogs, kraut, chili-cheese dip, 

cabbage/potato soup, both kinds of 

donuts (crispy kreme and dunkin), hot 

cocoa and some punch-in-the-face 

coffee.  We burned some significant 

amounts of propane heating the tent and 

cooking!!  
  
We flew 4 rounds of 10-minute, open-

winch with 100-pt FAI tapes (no 

flipping allowed), 2,800 pt max score.   

Lots of fun!! 

 

In the end, Brady Baggs from Wilson 

NC, took the top honors in Unlimited.  

Brady was able to get all of this flight 

times and have solid landings scores too 

for all of his flights.  He also had a very 

nice low-save in the last round that 

looked great!  Also in Expert Unlimited, 

Dick Proseaus (also from NC) crushed 

Tom Broeski by an entire point. 
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John Moody flew very well in 

Sportsflyer Unlimited with his Dragon 

Fly.  He had several very good flights 

and really some excellent landings 

demonstrating impressive flying skills.  

Josh Glaab Jr had a very good flight in 

Sportsflyer 2M and just barely stayed 

ahead of John Moody to win that class.

February 
We had a FANTASTIC day for our 

February contest.  The temps were in 

the 60s, winds were less than 10mph, 

immense sunshine.  Hard to believe it 

was February.  Glad we weren't stuck 

inside. 
 
Even though conditions looked 

fantastic, the lift was a little challenging 

today.  CD Reid called for 4-tens in 

unlim and 3-sevens in 2M, 100 pt FAI 

tapes.  Tens were hard to find with only 

1 flyer getting all 4 of them (Ok, it was 

me).  I left the door open a little with an 

80 pt landing, but nobody was able to 

run through it.  It was close for 2

in Expert.  In the end, Reid had more 

game by a small margin over Dave.  Bill 

Mims and Sean Kahldahl had a good 

contest flying in Sportsflyer.  Bill was 

able to have some more hang-time and 

overcame Sean's superior landing 

accuracy.  The highlight of the day was 

Sean jettisoning his entire rudder/fin at 

the top of the launch (the previous 

launch he only jettisoned the hatch), 

Sean was able to get the boards out and 

the Marauder flew reasonably well.  It 

landed very nicely with no further 

damage. 

April 
We flew our April contest at our new 

site today (Heritage Park, 

36°50'56.94"N, 76°44'55.78"W).  While 

it is hard for any site to compare with 

the IOW Courthouse Site in terms of 

shear size and operations area, Heritage 

Park is reasonable and will do well for 

us at least in the short term.  We do have 

some site improvement work ahead of 

us that could really help, but for now, 

Heritage Park is a good site and 

adequate for our ESL contest in May. 
  
Mom Nature provided some awesome 

soaring today, light winds, temps in the 

70s, no clouds.  Full-scale sailplanes 

were flying overhead too.  CD Josh 

Glaab pulled-out the LSF-Ladder task 

again in an attempt to refine it for the 

TMSS/ESL MOM contest coming up 

next month.  Flight times were the LSF 

thermal duration flight times (5, 15, 30, 

60, and 120 minutes).  Pilots were not 

able to go to the next higher task 

without completing the immediately 

lower task.  In this case, pilots could not 

fly a 15 minute flight without first doing 

the 5 minute flight.  No flight time was 

awarded unless one of the tasks were 

completed.  Pilots could elect to do 

tasks several times and were able to 

time for themselves.  The landing task 

was a 50 point 3-meter/100 point 1.5-

meter in/out.  BONUS BONUS 

BONUSéif anyone completed a LSF 

task on their LSF voucher, they got 100 

bonus points.  Lastly, only 6 official 

flights were permitted with one pop-off 

per flight attempt.  The LSF-Ladder task 

was designed for a day like we had 

today, big-air, big excitement!!!!! 
  
Initial flight attempts were performed 

and most got their 5 minute flight on the 

first shot.  However, Bill Mims didn't 

get his 5 on his first flight, and had to 

leave the booming lift he found on flight 

2 (with some fussin').  Neal Huffman 

got going quickly and got his 5 and 15 

minute flights, however, did not get his 

30 (but got another 15) on his 3rd 

flight.  Josh Glaab got his 5, 15, and 30 

in order.  However, on the 1-hour 

attempt, Josh landed after 30-minutes to 

help Josh Jr get his last 2 flights before 

the contest ended (about 3-ish).  Neal 

racked-up 2 30-minute flights on his last 

3 flights giving him a lead, he also got a 

bonus for getting his first 30-minute 

flight for LSF-3.  Josh was able to get 

another 15-minute flight on his 5th 

flight to take the lead back and win the 

contest, with Neal taking 2nd.  Don 

Richmond was doing well and got 3-15 

minute flights with 100-pt landings to 

take 3rd.  Even though Bill's 

competition-rival John Moody was on-

hand today, Bill flew unopposed in 

Sportsflyer unlimited.  Bill got 3 15-

minute flights to put up some very 

respectable scores and win Sportsflyer 

unlimited.  John did show-off his EK 

Logic radio, classic!! 
  
Josh Glaab Jr won 2-M Sportsflyer and 

completed 2 LSF tasks (1 5-minute 

flight and 1 3-m landing).  200 bonus 

points for him!! 
  
Don Richmond did better with his 2-M 

than he did in Unlimited completing his 

5, 15, and 2 30-minute tasks.  He also 

tacked-on 350 landing points to boot!  

Mark Sedlack also flew 2-M Expert, but 

just got a string of 5 5-minute flights.

long task times and mega lift, lead to 

many aircraft being spected-out.  

Nobody was really ready or practiced to 

fly so high, so far, or so long.  Two 

aircraft were lost momentarily high in 

the sky (lots of excitement).  Don 

Richmond had to struggle to get his 

Supra (or was it his 2-M?) back from 

one thermal.  Several were on hand to 

help him navigate back to the field and 

Don's flash-tape was crucial to saving 

the aircraft.  Bill Mims lost sight of his 

unlimited aircraft on his last flight and 

never regained control.  It was last seen 

going 1,000 miles/hour heading for the 

woods to the South-East.  The plane was 

not recovered, but Bill was planning on 

trying again (tough break, but he was 

seen wheeling and dealing a nice 

Esteem from Don).  Lastly, Mark 

Sedlack became the first to hit a tree at 

our new site (perhaps he was second 

since it might have happened after Bill's 

plane went wild). 
  
Takeaways from today:  This was fun, 

more fun that I thought it was going to 

be and I would like to fly this again.  It 

has been years since I had a thermal 

flight longer than 15-minutes.  The 30-

minute flights were a blast.  Need to get 

my 60 one day soon for my Level-4.  

Several also indicated that not getting 

any flight points for a flight less than 5-

minutes was a bummer.  The next time, 

we will award points for flights less than 

5-minutes (1 pt/sec), but not the others. 
  

TMSS/ESL Contest 
 

The 2009 Tidewater Model Soaring 

Society's Spring Challenge 

kicked-off the Eastern 

Soaring Leagues (ESL's) 

Unlimited Soaring season 

on May 15th, 16th and 17th 

and concluded amid soggy 

conditions on Sunday.  ESL 

Quarter Master Steve Lucke 

was on hand to throw out 

the first sailplane and 

provide tremendous 

logistical help running the 

event.  Despite the weather, 

this was a great event and 

there are lots of items of 

interest to report on. 

 

Due to the efforts of many ESL-ers and 

TMSS members, we had a good 

weekend of soaring, even though we got 

rained-out (big time) on Sunday.  While 

I have witnessed ESL members pitch-in 

and help run contests in the past, I think 

this was the most wonderful event I 

have seen.  So many competitors and 

competitorsô wives pitched-in and made 

a HUGE difference.  While we had 

about 8 TMSS members show-up to 

work/fly we had at least that many more 

effectively pitch-in and help.  It was an 

impressive event since so many 

contributed to it. Of significant mention: 

Pete Schlitzkus not only delivered the 4 

ESL winches, he also took them to the 

next contest (Deleware). Steve Lucke 

brought the turn-arounds and foot pedals 

(I think he brought the batteries too), 

and tirelessly worked to string the 

winches and set the field up (Fri, Sat, 

and Sun).  Tony Guide re-worked the 

ESL winches over the winter and they 

were in AWESOME condition.  Ask 

Luis who fluttered the heck out of his 

Perfect on launch and blew the 

elevator (JR 3421) and un-glue 

his right aileron servo.  After a 

lot of excitement and running, 

Luis got it down without any 

more damage and flew it 

Saturday.  Tony Guide also 

helped setup the winches and the 

spot tapes, tents, and anything 

else we needed.  Dawn Huffman 

and Joan and Luis Bustamante 

ran the scoring. In the recent 

past, it was asked "what does the 

ESL do for us?". Well, this 

weekend was a stellar example of what 

the ESL does for soaring: the ESL 

members delivered 4 winches, batteries, 

chargers, and winch-line, helped set 

them up, helped run the contest, 

provided great soaring camaraderie, and 

in a driving rain, pitched-in and put all 

the gear away!  Not only helping run the 

contest, but creating an environment for 

the soaring community to get together 

and have a great time!  If you werenôt 

there, you missed out on a very fun 

event. 

 

To start things off, we had a good day 

flying Friday for our F3J practice day. 

The objective was to fly some winch-

assisted F3J rounds as well as do some 

actual F3J tows. We had about 16 pilots 

show-up to fly by noon on Friday.  This 

was an excellent turnout for a practice 

session of this kind.  We setup the 4 

ESL winches, and even threw-in a 5th 

club winch to fly 5-man flight groups! 

We had a 10-minute F3J audio track 

playing that was interleaved with some 

Green Day to really create a festive 

soaring-partying atmosphere.  I was also 

able to get a series of actual F3J tows 

from Steve Lucke and Luis Bustamante 

to boot.  The weather threatened a little 

bit in the afternoon and we shut-down a 

little early (at 4pm), but a good day of 

flying was had by all. 

 

The task for Saturday was 10-minute 

Man-On-Man thermal duration with 

FAI 100-point tapes (AMA landing 

rules, no Euro-trash flipping). Flight 

times were combined with landing 

scores for the normalization process.  

Flight groups were generated using a 

unique method involving playing cards. 

Complete sets of cards that equaled the 
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number of pilots flying were put in a 

box.  Pilots then drew the cards to 

determine which group they were in to 

start the contest.  In this case, Aces were 

group 1, 2-s were group 2, etc.  Some 

trading was allowed to help pilots work 

with certain timers, etc.  In addition, the 

suit of the card indicated which 

winch/spot the pilot had (ie spades were 

on #4 winch/spot, hearts were on #1).  

When the pilot turned in his round 

score, he also turned in his card and 

drew another one from another deck.  

After a few rounds, everyone seemed to 

get it. 

 

In addition to the MOM event, we also 

flew the LFS Ladder event.  This event 

allows pilots to fly as much as they want 

(up to 6 flights) and work on their LSF 

vouchers.  100 bonus points are awarded 

for completing any of their LSF tasks. 

The objective is to provide a lower-key 

event for those who desire an alternative 

to toe-to-toe MOM flying and have 

more smiling faces at the end of the day. 

Saturday's contest started under 

threatening skies.  This time, the ceiling 

was low (perhaps 700 ft) with some 

mist. The lift was very light and the 

relatively narrow field made finding lift 

and working it a challenge since the 

prevailing wind was across the field 

(making it hard to see your plane due to 

the tall trees).  Sometime during the late 

morning the skies improved and the sun 

came out.  However, frequently 

thunderstorms would rumble through 

the area and miss us by a few miles. The 

wind picked up a little and the lift got 

stronger, but still not widespread.  The 

thermal conditions never got really good 

and we had a lot of low-altitude battles.  

Many rounds were won without making 

the max which really worked well with 

the Man-On-Man format.  A total of 17 

grannies (ie 1000s) out of 40 (43%) 

were won with flight times less than 9 

minutes, Lenny Strickland won one 

group with a 3:30 in Round 7!  When it 

was all over, we had 8 rounds in the 

book and were off the field by 5:30pm. 

 

The group then adjourned to the 

Smithfield Station for some Apres 

Soaring and a group dinner. We had 

about 15 people come to dinner and we 

had a great time. 

 

Our own NATS-trained turnaround 

trolls (Josh and Luke Glaab) kept the 

contest rolling all day long. Keeping 

that golfcart going all day was key to 

having a great event.  Lenny Strickland 

borrowed his Brother's golfcart for the 

event (many thanks to brother 

Strickland!).  

Neal had a tough day on Friday and 

Saturday and dinged his Supra on a 

landing attempt, but after a good nights 

sleep, looked like he was ready to go on 

Sunday.  However, the weather spoiled 

that come-back plan.  Jeff Carr was all 

smiles on Saturday and had his JW 

Onyx flying great. 

 

This is great photo for several reasons. 

One, it shows that our National Soaring 

Dignitary (Gordy Stahl) made the trip 

down from Jersey to fly with us.  It was 

great having him and Gordy and Don 

Richmond helped a great deal when I 

needed to return the NASA trailer on 

Sunday. This photo also shows some 

Man on Man soaring action directly 

above Gordy.  I really doubt this was the 

end of the flight group that Gordy just 

flew in .  Credit Luke Glaab for this 

picture.

James Gifferth from New Jersey came 

in 3rd in Sportsflyer class.  James has a 

long history flying RC Helicopters and 

Pattern aircraft and has now evidently 

gotten hooked on Soaring. If all goes as 

expected, we should see James and his 

wife Veera at many ESL contests with 

James being in the winnersô circle 

frequently.  James and Veera were very 

helpful setting up and running the 

contest.  It was great meeting them and 

having them at out event.  

Gordy Stahl had a good day flying and 

came in 3rd. Gordy got his groove going 

after lunch and strung a few grannies 

together (4) for his come-back 3rd. 

Conditions were challenging at times 

and Gordy had some good flights. 

 

Duane Beck flew his Mantis very well 

and won two flight groups! A tough 

break on launch damaged his Mantis in 

the last round. He still came in 2nd 

(even without a score for the last 

round!).  Note due to the number of 

Sportsflyers (5) we mixed the Experts 

with the Sportsflyers for our flight 

groups. 

 

Josh Glaab came in 2nd in Expert class. 

Josh was on-fire before lunch (5 

grannies), then faded in the afternoon 

and gave up time in 2 rounds . 



 

Bob Whitney from Charlotte NC won 

Sportsflyer class and was consistent for 

much of the day.  Bob is a very good 

flyer and I am sure we will see more of 

him in the winnersô circle! 

 

Jeff Carr from Charlotte was flying his 

JW Onyx very well all day long. Jeff 

ended up with 6 grannies and great 

scores on the other two rounds. It was 

fun having Jeff at our contest. 

 

In Junior class, Josh Jr won 1st. He flew 

his Piccachu (aka Soveriegn) to the 

limit. Now, he is desiring a higher-

performance aircraft.  For some reason, 

Mom is not going in on cost-sharing a 

Supra for him .  She did offer-up her 

venerable WACO Merlin, so that should 

be an improvement as well as some cool 

nostalgia for us ESL-types. 

 

Luke Glaab flew in the LSF Ladder 

event and took top honors in this class.

We had our June club contest on 

Saturday.   John Moody was the CD and 

we had a reasonable turn-out (6 total 

flyers).  The weather was nice and warm 

in the morning but it became pretty 

windy by noon (10 to 20 or 15 to 20).  

The direction of the wind was a bit of a 

challenge too as it was at a large angle 

to the field.  We were able to launch 

into the wind (more or less), but the 

wind blowing across the top of the trees 

and the rather narrow part of the field 

we were flying over made lift very 

challenging, the sink spectacular, and 

the turbulence was pretty strong at 

times. 

  

John called for 6 rounds.  In unlimited 

we were to fly a 8, 10, two 12s and two 

15s in that order.  Two meter was less (I 

think it was an 8 and 5-10s).  As a 

kicker, John called for ½ of one of each 

of the 12-minute and 15-minute flights 

to be performed on each side of the 

setup-road we have been operating 

from.  That means that at the mid-point 

of the flight (say at 6 minutes in the 12-

minute round) you had to go fly on the 

other side of the road.  We decided to 

time ourselves since we were low of 

numbers and wanted to fly more.  We 

also had 100-point FAI landings to work 

with.  I got out my zoom start since the 

red winch was having issues early and I 

needed the practice for the F3J Team 

Selection in September, but the Red 

Winch was fine later in the day. 

  

I think it is reasonable to say that our 

new field is a tough one to fly at.  The 

combination of the two tree lines in 

close proximity make conditions very 

hard, especially below 300 ft on 

Saturday.  Making Johnôs tasks required 

some strategy.  One strategy would be 

to sky-out by 6 minutes down-wind, 

then just coast up-wind and run out the 

clock.  The other strategy was to try to 

fly 6 minutes (or 7.5 minutes for the 15 

minute task) upwind and hope you had 

enough altitude to catch a thermal 

down-wind and get the rest of the time.  

Neither strategy worked for me, or 

anyone else.  The down-wind lift was 

ragged and you couldnôt gain enough 

altitude.  The upwind lift was 

reasonable, but not strong enough.  It 

was also unclear that if you tried to do 

the ½ upwind/downwind flight thing 

and failed if you had to try it again on 

your other attempt.  I guess in 

retrospect, we should have had to do the 

½ upwind/downwind thing on the 
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second 12/15 flights.  That way you get 

one clear-shot at the task.  We would 

also need to try this again but with 

timers.  It was a lot to do by yourself.  

  

Using my zoom start was a bad idea and 

I stopped doing it after 3 flights after 

getting hammered.  Giving up 300+ ft 

on launch was a LOT, especially with 

the field and wind conditions.  On one 

flight, I hooked a thermal at 15 ft 

(seriously, 15 ft) and was up at 1,200 ft 

in a minute, then back down to 15 ft 2 

minutes later.  Lenny did well in the 

longer tasks and showed us how to fly 

effectively upwind and ended up 

winning.  It was good practice to go 

upwind and fly there.  We thought that 

the trailer park was a good thermal 

generator.  I ended up 2
nd

.  Don 

Richmond was 3
rd
 and Mike Mathews 

4
th
.  Mike, Don, and Lenny had the only 

maxes of the day (8 minute maxes in 

round 1).  I had the longest flight of the 

day at 10:15 in my second shot at the 

15.  While the ½ upwind/downwind task 

was challenging, it was still better than 

loops ;-). 

  

John Moody won Sportsflyer class with 

a max flight time of 5:08 over his 6 

rounds (conditions were tough). Bill 

Mims was flying his ñNext Generationò 

sailplane which looks like a Supra, but 

was different.  Looked like it flew well 

for Bill, but he only got 3 rounds on it.  

Hopefully the new plane is Ok and 

ready to come back out again.   

  

In 2-M, John Moody won unopposed 

with 74 total points.  He had an 

inadvertent pop-off that put his Aspire 

in the trees.  Don Richmond won 2-M 

expert 1397 points.  Don tore the rudder 

of his 2-m off on launch due to 

turbulence and was able to steer the 

plane around the high-value assets (my 

new Supra) to a graceful landing (thanks 

Don!). 

  

We started wrapping things up around 

2pm as it looked like we were going to 

get tagged by some thunderstorms.  

After we had everything in the car, we 

decided to get the Aspire out of the 

tree.  I had some fish sinkers and John 

had some retriever line and me, Don, 

and John had a hoot getting the plane 

out of the tree.  After some throwing 

and pulling, and losing other things in 

the woods, the Aspire was back safely 

on the ground, but my sinkers are in the 

tree (long story).    

  

September 
It has been a very active summer for 

team-Glaab soaring and was a bit of a 

blur from our TMSS/ESL contest in 

May and today.  In between, were the 

US Nationals, US F3J Team Selections, 

and CASA and LISF ESL contests.  

Sorry to have been away much of the 

summer, but there are only 24 hrs/day, 7 

days/week, and 365 days/year.  Now 

that the away contests are concluded, it 

is time to get back to TMSS club events. 

 
Today we flew the September TMSS 

club contest, although the date was 

October 3
rd
.  Several previous attempts 

either met with the county fair, weather 

issues, or just not enough flyers to make 

it work.  Today, however, we were 

treated to a completely deserted 

Heritage Park, spectacular Indian 

Summer weather, and just enough flyers 

to make it happen! 
 
John Moody dropped off the winch in 

the morning and Bill Mims was there to 

help setup.  John needed to go home to 

attend to various tasks and help his wife 

who is recovering from knee surgery 

and could not fly but he did drive all the 

way back to pick up the winch at the 

end of the day (how about that for some 

great help!).  Around 10:30am we 

showed up (me, Luke and Josh Jr.).  A 

quick call to Lenny (encouraging him to 

show-up) provided critical mass for our 

first club contest since June.  Lenny 

arrived at noon and we were off and 

running! 

 
As mentioned above, the weather was 

spectacular!  Light winds around 5 to 10 

from the W-N-W worked reasonably 

well for our field.  Bill was flying his 

home-made Supra-like aircraft.  Lenny 

was flying one his Supras.  Josh Jr and I 

were sharing a WACO Magic (thatôs 

right a Magic) and Luke was driving his 

trusty Charmelion (AKA Sovereign).  

Luke did let me borrow his aircraft for a 

flight.  The Magic that we were flying is 

a 9% V-Tail Magic that I first flew 

around 1996 or 1997.  I flew the Magic 

for several years and then sold it to my 

sister Anna in 2000.  Anna never flew it, 

but my brother in-law meticulously 

stored it.  This year, when we were 

looking for upgraded aircraft for Josh Jr, 

and already pressing Trishôs old WACO 

Merlin back into service, Anna gave us 

the Magic in July.  It was in beautiful 

condition and only needed a new battery 

pack and some tweaks here and there 

and it was ready to go. 

   

I assumed the task of CD today and 

called for 4-10 minute flights in any 

order ;-).  In addition, there was a 100-pt 

FAI tape with 5-pts/meter increments.  

Since there were so few of us and we 

were getting a late start, I called for 

simple duration (ie the time stops in the 

air) allowing all with an audible timer to 

time for themselves. 

 

Luke Glaab won 2-M Sportsflyer by 

putting up one 2-minute and 4-second 

flight.  No one else entered 2-M 

Sportsflyer.  Luke was a little nervous 

flying in our small-ish field with the big 

trees around, but he did do well.  Luke 

has made a lot of progress this season 

having cut the buddy-box chord after 

our May contest. 

 

Josh Glaab Sr. won 2-M Expert with 

one 10-minute flight with a 100-pt 

landing flying Lukeôs Charmelion.  

Again, no one else flew in 2-M Expert 

today. 

 

In Unlimited Sportsflyer, Josh Jr was 

flying against Bill Mims.  Both pilots 

put up some great flights and Bill won 

with a score of 2278 to Josh Jrôs 1746.  

Bill was able to max 3 of the 4 10s and 

get half of the 4
th
.  Bill also had some 

landing points in all of his landings.  

Josh Jr got 2 of the 10s but had short 

flights on the other 2.  He did get an 85 

in his first landing with the Magic and 

made a lot of progress today. 

 

Lenny was able to get 3 out of the 4 10s 

in expert class, but only got about ½ of 

the 4
th
.  Lenny had 2 95-pt landings and 

a 90 to go along with that.  I was 

embarrassingly perfect today (4 10s 



with 4 100-pt landings). Sorry about 

that, I donôt know what came over me ;-

). 

Regarding field setup, we should 

consider only using about 220 paces of 

winch line in order to move as far 

upwind as possible from the trees.  We 

should set the turn-around way-up near 

the large tree along the entrance road 

when launching to the West.  Today, we 

placed the winch near the access road, 

which provided what looked like 300 

paces of winch line, but we had to hike 

quite a way to get to get enough room 

for a landing.  While we might not sky-

out every launch, we have to land every 

flight.

October Meeting 
Meeting came to order at about 

7:15 at AJ Gators in Ward Corner.  

Robert Johns, Angela Everage, Mike 

Mathews, Bill Mims, Lenny Strickland, 

Tom Anthony, John Moody, and Josh 

Glaab were in attendance. 

Josh Glaab provided the minutes of 

the previous meeting (November 2008). 

Treasurers report: $2,723.13. Tom 

provided a general overview of 

transactions in that we bought a bunch 

of new winch-batteries and had several 

other expenses.  There was some 

discussion about the difference in the 

balance of the treasury from last 

November to October of this year.  Tom 

will provide an itemized report for the 

year. 

Lenny donated the Red Trailer to 

the club.  The winch and retriever were 

TMSS equipment originally.  Josh 

volunteered to take possession, 

maintain, and get the Red Winch to the 

field.   

New Business:  Lenny provided a 

recap of last year, lost the old Court 

House field in April due to construction.  

There was a Users of the Heritage park 

meeting in July and Don Richmond 

represented the TMSS.  Don was briefed 

by Lenny regarding club concerns prior 

to the meeting.  The county was advised 

of some of the short-falls of the 

property.  One of those things is the row 

of saplings that bisects the field.  

Desirements were provided to the 

county, such as removing the row of 

saplings; grading the back field and 

seeding; forward field also needs to be 

seeded with grass.  The row of trees that 

separates the fairground from the field is 

another issue.  It was proposed that the 

row of trees be removed (perhaps in 

phases).  A power source would be 

desired too along with a shed or a 

shade/picnic area.   

Angela Everage and Robert Johns 

applied for membership back in May.  

We did not have an opportunity for an 

official vote until tonight.  The vote was 

unanimous for both applicants.  The 

membership decided that they are 

members as of this date and that they 

are paid up through 2010. 

Josh is trying to get access to Nike 

park for the 2010 ESL contest.  There 

was concern about other users of the 

park and if we can close the bike trail.  

Some felt that we need to have complete 

control of the site, others thought that 

just having a low-number of people at 

the park would be sufficient.  There was 

also some more discussion about the 

cost of the ESL contest.  A motion was 

made to postpone the vote on the ESL 

contest until after the treasurers report 

was released along with financial 

summaries of the 2008 and 2009 ESL 

contest (those summaries are included in 

this newsletter).  Mike Mathews made 

the suggestion, and John seconded it.  

The motion was approved by a 4 to 3 

vote.  The vote will take place at next 

meeting. 

Christmas dinner discussion:  It was 

recommended that we have it 

somewhere other than Steveôs steak 

house.  Lenny offered to investigate 

using the Outback in Hilton.  Bill Mims 

suggested having it at the Oôclub at 

NAS Oceana.  Lenny has a friend who 

ownes a condo area and will look into 

getting access to the club house.  Lenny 

will provide some suggestions at the 

next meeting.  Josh will keep the 

reservation at Steveôs steak house until 

another option evolves.  The Christmas 

dinner will be a separate event from the 

Brain Busters this year.  

Monthly club contest discussion:  

Monthly club contest formats was 

discussed.  Some comments were made 

that all of the club focus is on 

competition.  It was pointed out that the 

club contests are only 1 weekend a 

month and the same that they have been 

for many years.  What about the other 3 

weekends of the month?  Lenny 

mentioned that he comes out many 

weekends and flies for fun and brings 

out the Red Winch trailer.  Some people 

just like to fly for competition.  Some 

donôt.  Lenny discussed that competition 

promotes better skills.  If someone 

decides to not compete, than that is their 

choice.  Nobody will say anything to 

them about that.  Nobody has to leave if 

they donôt want to fly a contest on any 

particular day.  Mike thinks the club 

focus is contest, contest, contest, others 

strongly disagreed with his assessment.  

Lenny wondered what the issue with the 

monthly contests was and pointed out 

that he has not seen any inappropriate 

behavior at any of the informal 

competitions.  Lenny asked for Rob 

Johns opinion regarding new 

membership.  Rob said the club was 

helpful in its current state.  Mike 

continued to state that the atmosphere 

was better 2 years ago, cleaner, when he 

left 2 years ago.  Then he came back 

this summer.  It was like coming back to 

a different place (Mike Mathews).  Rob 

asked about fun-flying during a monthly 

contest, is that Ok?  Answer is yes, just 

try not to impede the contest.  All 

seemed Ok with that. Some extended 

discussion regarding what happened to 

the club with the fly for fun gang.  
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Lenny provided a lot of background 

regarding the club dynamics over the 

last few years.  Several members have 

left the club for various reasons.  

Reasons for the bitterness were the 

alleged ñdisrespecting of Bob Stewartò 

at the Jan/Feb meeting in 2008 perhaps, 

not sure.  Josh pointed out that at the 

meeting in question, where he was 

present, the ñdisrespecting of Bob 

Stewartò was at worse a minor incident 

with the Roberts Rules of meeting being 

temporarily not observed due to interest 

in the subject being discussed.

Windsor does not support 300+ paces of 

winch line for many of the likely wind 

directions.  220 paces of line provides a 

good launch and much improved 

options for landing as well as dealing 

with a pop-off or line-break.  It needs to 

be recognized that while we donôt sky-

out every flight, we need to land every 

flight. 

Discussion ensued about the 

newsletter, old way of doing it.  

Consider distribution of the news letter.  

A question was raised as to why did it 

stop?  Someone stated that Gene could 

not send out the newsletter since there 

was no content to go into it.  Others 

pointed out that Gene was away on 

travel often and simply did not have 

time.  It was decided that we re-institute 

the newsletter.  A vote was taken that 

the newsletter shall be re-started for 

those who need it, or really want it.  The 

vote was 4 in favor, 3 against.  Josh will 

provide the content and John Moody 

will distribute it. 

Voting started for the 2009/2010 

year.  John Moody was nominated for 

President by Mike Mathews, he 

declined.  John Moody nominated Mike 

Mathews for President, he declined.
